Any public or private school in Minnesota 

that offers PSEO



What are the benefits?

Save money on tuition and books

Get a jump start on completing college 

level classes

May reduce the time you spend in college

Gives you a ñfeelò for what college will be 

like

May have a more flexible daily schedule



What are the downfalls?

Miss out on high school experiences

May not be able to schedule in classes 

that you are required to take

Spend money on gas 

Professors arenôt as available as LqPV

teachers

If you do poorly, it is on your permanent 

college & high school record



What are the steps to apply??

Set up a meeting with your parents and 

your counselor AFTER March 1st only if 

you meet the PSEO requirements

Figure out what classes you need to take 

to graduate

Fill out application

Wait to hear back from the college

Go in for placement exam

Attend Orientation/Sign up for classes
